Observed agro-climatological changes based on the MARS meteorological database 1975 - 2007

Lengthening of growing season

&5 3 whole, in Europe a lengthening of growing season
(gefined as frost-free period) was observed. BEven if over fhe
copfinent the magnitude of increase vared. on average the
lengthening is estimablz in 0.5-1 day per year during the last
0 years. Howewer, in & few and localized areas, due to
parficular microclimats condifons, reductions were recorded
instead.

In general a longer growing season is related to an increased
crop productivity and allowng for a langer number of options as
rotations and cultivable crops.

Increased winter and summer rainfall
In Scandinavia, eastern EU, Balkans and
Austia a  significant  increase of
cumulated rain both during winter and
sUMMmer was recorded.

Reduction of winter rainfall

In Haly. Porlugal, Greece, southern
France and Ireland a signifcant reduction
of cumulated values of rain duning winter
was recorded.. Winter rainfal s
particularly relevant in souhem regions,
where the majonty of annual rainfall is
concenfrated in winter e

Increased irngation demand
Increase of water deficit (rain-
evapotranspiration), mainly dus o
the reducton of m@in during the
growing seascn and partialy dus
to the increase of crops water
consumption has been smaulaied
for large parts of southern Ewrope.
ftaly, central Spain and soghem
France presented the largest
inoreases.

Increased risk of late frosts

The feguency of lake frosts has
increased westwards of the dotted
ling bringng a greafer wilnerability
to this regions.

Reduction of summer rainfall

Italy and southem Fance show a
significant reducton of cumulated rain In
spite of the smal contnbution of surmmer
rain to the whole yesr cumulafed value the
reduced summer rain increased the water
deficit noticeably.

Shortening of crop growth cycle {agrophenclogy)
The speed of crop development is mainly influenced by the thermal conditions.
Therefore, increase of crops development speed did lead to a shotening of crops
cyele over the last decades.
